A Regular Meeting of the Enfield Conservation Commission was called to order by Chair Karen LaPlante in the Enfield Town Hall, 820 Enfield Street, Enfield, Connecticut on Tuesday, October 11, 2016 @ 9:15 PM

Chair LaPlante empowered Commissioner Kneiss as a full voting member for this meeting.

Approval of Meeting Minutes: A motion was made by Commissioner Dynia to approve the minutes of September 13, 2016, seconded by Commissioner Wyzga – No discussion  - passed unanimously – Commissioner Cote abstained - 6/0/1.
Open Space Inventory and Referrals: Chair LaPlante reviewed what happened with Council. They referred to Planning and Zoning the properties that were purchased in the tax sale.  They have not been voted on yet. There were 13 properties taken at the tax sale but they have only voted to approve 9 to pass onto purchase – the 9 passed on were Woodward Avenue, Parsons Road, Enfield Street parcel down by Alden Avenue behind the plaza, John Street, Mountain View Avenue, three parcels on King Court and Taylor Road parcel.  The others were on Shaker Road the parcel in front of Barnard School was not approved by Town Council and the Weymouth Road parcel removed from list. 
Commissioner Pfeifer-Hall reported that after a conversation with Scott Kaupin it was suggested the ECC revisit the water company property on Enfield Street and more investigation be done on how to manage the basins.  Commissioner Cote recommended that a subcommittee be formed to take a look at the property.  No decision was made but this will be on the agenda and discussed at the next meeting.

Correspondence All Commissioners: 
Chair LaPlante – A letter from the Connecticut Land Conservation Council – looking for donations/funding – ECC has not given to this in the past.  
Landmark Issue September 2016 – Annual meeting was September 18, 2016 for the Northern Connecticut Land Trust - The Annual report was enclosed – They are also looking for donations – Chair LaPlante will check to see what ECC has given in the past – Commissioner Dynia made a motion to find out what was done in the past for donations for the next meeting – seconded by Commissioner McGuire – no discussion passed unanimously.  
CACIWC Conference Information – Chair LaPlante handed this out with all the different seminars/workshops. The date is November 12, 2016 – Sheraton Hartford South Hotel in Rocky Hill.  Please let her know who will be attending as soon as possible.  

The ECC is invited to the 3rd Community and Farmer’s Market close of season annual Fall-O-Ween festival – Wednesday October 12, 2016 - 4 until dusk. 
Fall Festival and Homecoming at Asnuntuck Community College – Friday October 14, 2016 – 4  to 8. 

Transit Oriented  Development Workshop October 19, 2016 – 6 to 8 PM Town Hall Council Chambers – Chair LaPlante asked that all who are able to attend go to this workshop,

Chair LaPlante reported that the two water companies have shown an increase in the chromium levels in the public water supply.  Connecticut Water is stating none to .37 on the chromium parts per billion claiming the likely source of contamination is the erosion of natural deposits.  They may be coming from the dam up by STR.  Hazardville Water chromium levels are none to 1.2 parts per billion (3x what Connecticut Water is.)  This could be a combined sample taken from different areas.  Commissioner Dynia will have the water shed look into this and check for heavy metals. Possibly take samples from the water downstream from the dam. 
Chair LaPlante is taking receipts for reimbursement for Source to Sea Clean-up – Coffee and water, etc., which to under $50.00 – A motion was made to accept these charges and send them to the town for reimbursement – A motion was made by Commissioner Dynia for reimbursement for coffee and water, etc., for Source to Sea – seconded by Commissioner Pfeifer-Hall – No discussion – passed unanimously.  
Hazardous Collection Day is Saturday, October 22, 2016 – Chair LaPlante is looking for volunteers to help with handing out paperwork at the Public Works Garage.   
Liaison Report – Economic Development Commission –    Commissioner Pfeifer-Hall reported the last meeting the Town Manager gave a slide presentation on tax increment financing (ways to raise money for a specific area to make certain improvements.) The project can be for roads, sidewalks, buildings, benches, planters, trees, playscapes. Discussed areas – mall – Thompsonville, Scitico, northern Enfield Street, transit district, south Enfield Street and the industrial Park.  Bacon Road was discussed – Mayfield Apartments submitted an application for 13 - 10 unit apartment buildings, Camerota Truck bought Parker-Hannifin on Shaker Road – New Pride Bakery on Enfield Street is a gas station getting a nicer convenience store. Namco is being converted to office warehouse. Two building expansions in the industrial park. Precision Camera on Anngina. The garden Center on South Road was approved. There is another meeting tomorrow.  
Liaison Report -  Scantic River Watershed Association – Commissioner Dynia reported – They met last night.  One of the discussions was about expanding the water testing program with the grant money.   Durkee Road in Somers had high e-coli, possible coming from a farm up near the border. East Windsor also had some high e-coli, Town Farm Road occasionally and Powder Hollow once. East Windsor does have signs for high e-coli.  They might get signs for Enfield for next year.  They are looking for a location and date November/early December for the Annual Scantic River Watershed meeting.
