Features of the Completed High School

The new high school will have 113 classrooms and will accommodate
1,600 students. The anticipated population at the time the school is
scheduled to open is approximately 1400 students.

The Enrico Fermi STEAM wing will be 4 stories high and approximately
105,000 square feet. It will include combined classrooms and laboratories
for certain science classes and student and teacher collaborative

workspaces.

Our new cafeteria will be approximately 8,700 square feet and will seat
720 people. It will feature state of the art kitchen facilities that will pre-

pare food for the entire school system.

The new music wing will be 13,500 square feet and will feature an ex-

panded auditorium with seating for 975 people.

The gymnasium will be part of a two story addition and will seat 1,600
people in the bleachers. Cardio, Wellness, and Health rooms will also be
part of this addition.
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
