The Community Dewvelcpment Office administers all grant funds awarded the Town
through the Small Citiea Bleock Grant and relasted granta. The diwvision is
regponaible for administration of reaidential rehabilitation, housing code
enforcement, neighborhood facilities improvements and public service activities.
The division alaoc provides technical support to various town crganizations
including the Loan Beview Committee, the Enfield Bevitalization Strategy
Committee, the Fair Bent Commissicon and the Clean Sweep Committee.

DEPARTMENT GOALS:

Win and administer Small Citiea and octher funding for community development
activitiea. In particular this year, the Freahwater Pond will be dredged and
the Housing Eehabilitation Preoegram will be expanded te include lead hazard
control .

Begin building aupport for the development of a conscolidated plan for housing
and community development. The purpocae of this plan is threefold: (1) To
identify local needa as they relate to housing and community development; (2) To
articulate atrategies for addressaing identified needs; and (3) Te eatabklish
pricrities for the expenditure of CLOBG funds.

Provide technical support and coordination for commnity development endeavors.

Asgiat the Enfield Revitalization Committee in addressing it's charge which
involwves the following: (1) Explore the peoasibility of joining the National
Trust for Preservation's Main Street Program, or similar movement; (2) Upon
approval of zoning guidelines by the Enfield Planning & Zoning Commisaiocn,
develop a plan to implement and promcte the Village Diatrict designation of
Thompaonville and Hazardville in & manner that encourages revitalization
efforta; and (3) Using the Town's published priorities in the 13%9%% Plan of
Conservation and Development, recommend an action plan for the fellowing goals
and ckjectives to the Town Council: a) Maintain the Town's reaidential character
and hiatoric properties through preservation efforta at the neighkorhood level:
and b) Protect, preaerve, enhance and promote Enfield's heritage.

Support the Loan Beview Committee in learning about the new State and Federal
Lead Regulaticns as well as the regulations that govern Small Citiesa funding.
